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 I. What is a rubric?

A rubric is a document that measures the quality of a product/process/performance
Contains two features:

1. a list of criteria in varying degrees
2. gradations of quality from poor to superior
Like all authentic assessment tools, the rubric must be:

· reliable (accurate and consistent) 
· valid (measure what it intends to measure)

II. Why use rubrics? 
1. To save time by systematically marking points as you read

2. To keep you honest (good day, bad day, topic bias, student bias)

3. More objective measure/may be holistic or analytical

4. Students expectations are known, therefore produce more quality work

5. Students see where they lost points, so may improve in specific area 

6. Documentation for teachers, students, parents and administrators

7. May improve teaching by providing authentic tasks and outcomes

8. May improve learning by providing direct feedback

“Contemporary forms of assessment provide effective links to instruction. Performance-based assessment is authentic and grounded in the real world in which students live. It connects teaching and learning in such a way that learning occurs simultaneously as students are completing the assessment. Rubrics serve an important role in creating assessment that is student-centered and standards driven.”

A good scoring rubric will:

Help teachers define excellence and plan how to help students achieve it.

Communicate to students what constitutes excellence and how to evaluate their own work.

Communicate goals and results to parents and others.

Help teachers or other raters be accurate, unbiased and consistent in scoring.
